Teaching involves live, interactive lessons using Microsoft Teams and attendance and active
participation in these sessions is essential. 

The aim of the course is to prepare students for National Qualification exams and as such, will
focus on the necessary structures and vocabulary to be successful in the exam.

There is also a requirement for independent study and homework assignments which must be
completed along with attendance at live sessions. 

Individual feedback may not be given on every piece of work. Generic feedback and common
errors will be discussed routinely and more personalised feedback will be weighted towards the
end of the course. 

You must join the course using suitable and reliable IT. Ideally this will be a desktop or laptop
computer with camera and headset (headphone with microphone). Phones are not suitable. 

These courses, which run at National 4, National 5, Higher and Advanced Higher, aim to offer
students the chance to gain a recognised qualification in Gaelic and to allow for progression
from previous learning.
Please note, current school pupils in a Scottish secondary school may find that the offer during
the school day is more appropriate.

The course fee for this has been set by our college partner UHI as £370, which is the amount
agreed by their board for all NQ courses offered through the college.
